1. Embroider individual petals on the organza (IB292-1 file). Use the bottom thread of
the same color as the top one. For best results, you can use a water-soluble stabilizer
with organza.

2. Cut the petals close to the contour line. Wash water-soluble stabilizer out.

3. Embroider the first 7 colors of the IB292-2 file on a garment or fabric

4. Apply the petals embroidered on organza to the middles of the flowers and embroider
8 and 9 colors which will sew the 3D petals to the embroidery.
