(so that the fabric does not crumble).

Fill the body of the toy with filler, fix the ears on the head of the hare and carefully
sew up the hole. Next, using buttons and a large needle sew the paws to the body of
the hare. The needle goes through the body and both legs are sewn on at once, as
shown in the figure.
