- Tight tear-away stabilizer

-1f you use a fabric with a pile, then you definitely need an upper stabilizer (for example, a
special film)

- Filler for stuffing toys

- Thread, needle

Rabbit body embroidery:

1. Hoop a heavy tear-away stabilizer, embroider the first color that shows the location of
the embroidery.

2. Place the toy fabric on top, right side up. The fabric can be fixed with spray glue, a special
stitch found in some embroidery machines, with double-sided tape, or in another way
convenient for you.

3. Embroider the second color, the outline of the toy, which will secure the fabric.

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Embroidery of hands and ears of a rabbit:

1. Hoop a tear-away stabilizer, embroider the first color that shows the location of the
embroidery.

2. From above, fasten two layers of fabric at once, folded with the right sides inward. The
fabric can be fixed in the same ways as described above.

3. Embroider a second color that will sew the details

4. Remove the embroidery from the hoop, cut off the excess fabric and tear off the excess
stabilizer.

5. Turn the part inside out

6. Fill hands with stuffing

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Egg embroidery (See photo above):

1. Hoop a tear-off stabilizer, embroider the first color that will show the location of the
embroidery.

2. Put the fabric on top, right side up. The fabric can be fixed with spray glue, a special stitch
found in some embroidery machines, with double-sided tape, or in another way convenient
for you.

3. At this point, you can repeat the embroidery of the first color to better secure the fabric.
4. Embroider the pattern

5. Put the second layer of fabric on top, right side down, and embroider stitches that will sew
both parts of the egg.

6. Remove the embroidery from the hoop, cut off the excess fabric and tear off the excess
stabilizer. In places where you will need to sew the egg by hand, leave a little more fabric so
that you can fold the fabric inward.

7. Turn the egg inside out

8. Fill the egg with stuffing

9. Sew up the holes by hand.
