1. Put a tear-off stabilizer into the hoop; embroider the first color that will show
the location of the skin (or fabric) for the cover. Fix the fabric for the cover on
top with glue — spray.

3. After completing the embroidery of the pattern, remove the hoop and fasten
the lining fabric on the reverse side with double-sided tape. Embroider the
stitch that will sew the lining fabric on.

4. Cut off excess fabric close to the stitching

5. Cut out two blanks from the fabric for the cover, 5 cm wide and slightly bigger

than the height of the passport cover each. Fix the blanks on the lining fabric,
as shown in the photo. Embroider the previous line again so it will sew the
blanks. Cut the excess fabric off close to the stitching.

7. Embroider a zigzag and a finishing line. If it is more convenient for you to trim

the excess fabric after the zigzag, rather than after the straight stitch, then do
it after the zigzag. | usually cut after a straight stitch, because this is how I'm
able to cut it as close as possible, and the edges are cleaner and the
remnants of uncut fabric and threads are not visible.
