and hairpins

Embroidery and making of the collar

For work we need: fabric (you can glue the fabric with sewing interlining), a tear-off
stabilizer, threads, scissors, a ribbon for ties and eyelets, a button.

Glue the fabric with sewing interlining if necessary. Fix a thick tear-off
stabilizer into the embroidery hoop. Fix the fabric on top with glue- spray and
embroider the collar pattern.

Fasten the ribbon for the tie and the eyelet for the button on top with the
double-sided tape. Lay the second piece of fabric right side down. Sew
stitching and satin.

Remove the embroidery from the hoop, tear off the excess stabilizer, cut out
the collar and carefully twist through the remaining hole. Sew up the hole
carefully by hand.

Embroidery and making hair accessory Bow

For work, we need: fabric (you can glue it with non-woven fabric), a tear-off
stabilizer, threads, scissors, an elastic band or a hair clip.

1. Glue the fabric with sewing interlining if necessary. Fix a tight tear-off
stabilizer into the hoop. Fix the fabric on top with glue- spray and embroider
the pattern on the tails of the bow. Place the second piece of fabric on top,
face down. Sew the stitches that will connect both ends of the bow.

In the files folder, you can find a separate file for embroidering the bow tails or all
parts of the bow in one hoop. It depends on the size of your hoop or your
convenience. You can embroider both separately and all the elements of the bow
together.

2. We embroider the ears and the jumper of the bow in the same way, with the
only difference that there is no pattern on them. As a result, we will have three
parts of the bow: a tail with embroidery, bow ears and a jumper.

3. Then we take out all the parts from the hoop, cut off the excess stabilizer, turn
the parts through the remaining holes carefully. Sew the holes carefully by
hand.

4. We carry out wet heat treatment of workpieces.

Assembling the bow:

We pass an elastic band through the jumper

Sew a jumper

We pass the ears through the jumper and then the tails of the bow

If necessary you can manually sew the parts to each other for strength.

Embroidery and making of hairpins
BbilunBKa 1 N3rotoBrneHne 3aKosoK

Hairpins can be embroidered in two versions: with regular stitching along the edge, if
you use felt or other non-frayed fabric to create hairpins. Or with satin on the edge.
However, even if you are using the satin version and embroider on a usual fabric, |
advise you to use felt or other non-frayed fabric down.

Fix the tear-off stabilizer into the hoop, and fix the felt on top with glue- spray.
Embroider a pattern of hairpins. Then we fix the second layer of felt down under the
hoop and sew the lines. We take out the embroidery from the hoop, cut off the
excess stabilizer, cut out the blanks of the pins. Make holes and insert hair clips.

Option 2
BapuaHT 2

We embroider the pattern of hairpins on the fabric.

After embroidering the pattern of the pins, we put the second piece of fabric (felt)
under the bottom of the hoop, sew the stitches, after which we cut the pins on both
sides along the contour of the stitches, without removing the embroidery from the
hoop. Then we finish the embroidery with a satin stitch. We take out the embroidery
from the hoop, cut out the blanks of the hairpins, cut off the excess stabilizer and
make holes for the hairpins.
