To make a brooch, embroider the design on a piece of felt.

[nsa Toro utobbl caenatb GPOLLb, BbllehTe AM3aitH Ha Kycouke deTpa.

Cut the design on the contour near to the stitches. Try not to cut the stitches.

Cut the same piece of felt for the back of the brooch and a piece of cardboard about 1 mm smaller than
the outline of the brooch.

Glue the cardboard to the back of the embroidery:
