Instructions for embroidering and making a brooch or a keyring.

Fix a tight tear-off stabilizer into the hoop; fix a piece of felt on top, slightly larger in size
than the design. If the felt is dense enough, you can immediately fix the felt without a
stabilizer.

The first color in the design is reinforcing stitches. This color must be embroidered. You
need to choose the color of the thread the same as the color of the felt on which you will
embroider. It is better to select felt in color close to the main colors of the pet.

To get realistic embroidery, try to choose the colors of the threads that are closest to the
color scheme. It is not necessary to use threads from the same manufacturers, as long
as the colors of the threads are as similar as possible to those that you see on the
scheme.

Cut the design along the contour close to the stitches. Try not to touch the stitches. You
can decorate the embroidery with beads at this stage if you want to.

Cut out the same piece of felt for the back of the brooch and a piece of cardboard, vinyl
or plastic (you can use a plastic folder, which are sold in stationery) about 1 mm smaller
than the outline of the brooch.

If you use vinyl or plastic, then the brooch will last longer, because it can be subjected
to wet cleaning. Wet cleaning is undesirable if you use cardboard.

Glue cardboard, vinyl, or plastic to the back of the embroidery.
